Committee Reports:

Kerri opened the topic for neighborhood issues. Marie addressed the Walter building and grounds condition and the dirt relocation to the Walter site from other Mogenson projects.
Tami stated that she hd reported the fill and excess road use to John Guttenger when it started to occur. Bernie said he talked to John G. and Tate and received assurance that the issue would be taken care of by Friday the 12th.

Marie continued with photos and a description of the fenced in area off of Elm St. driveway. It was stated that the area was zoned residential not industrial. (later learned that the site itself is light industrial)

Marie stated that a neighbor contacted her about the processing of wood on the lot from the spring windstorm. Excess chainsawing at all hours adjacent to neighborhood homes.

Marie also noted that the neighborhood watch signs that the neighborhood purchased have all disappeared and that one has been found on the walter brewery lot.
How do we address these problems: 

Andrew M. stated that we would probably be better served by working with Mogenson to get the results we are looking for.

Mark  stated that we need to write a letter to Mogenson and the City from the Neighborhood outlining our wishes.

Ann started that we need the city to be involved in order for action to occur. While we are at it we should look at the Huebsch building as well.

Mark asked how we are going to get action? Bernie stressed that the City and County are strapped with fewer employees. He stated that he had talked to John G. and John said that he and Tate were working on it.

Kerri suggested that she could send out a list of known violations and that each of us should complain about them and others we might note.
Account for rental gardens: Should they be left with the Community Parks Assn or with the neighborhood. Concensus that they be left with the Parks fund.

Francis asked about the community garden (CG) funding and how the garden operates. Mark/Bob/Kerri/Andrew answered that the garden is funded by rental of individual plots and by donations. The neighborhood doesn’t pay for it.

The neighborhood will need to handle the rentals of the plots: 1. obtain a PO Box  2. Have checks written to the Community Parks Assn.

Andrew M. asked that the CG budget come to the neighborhood.
